The 2020—2025 Herefordshire syllabus is updated and upgraded for 2025—2030. The revision takes
account of national developments in RE since 2020, including the RE Council’s religion and worldviews
approach, Ofsted’s three types of knowledge, including ‘ways of knowing’, and demographic changes.
Additional units give more focus on non-religious worldviews, multidisciplinary RE, anti-racism and care for
the Earth. The new syllabus will be a statutory requirement for all maintained schools without a religious

character and it is recommended for all academies.
