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U. Female, 13, no belief

Z. Female, 13, no belief
I believe that life after death is true. It may sound weird 
but I believe that when we die we get reborn as something 
else. Maybe as a plant or an animal or even another human. 
Life is a mystery. You can’t have the answer to everything. 
So we may have already been reborn as something else.	

W. Male, 14, no belief
You are going to die sometime so 
there is no need to be afraid of 
death and birth. After you die you 
will never know, you can only find 
out when you die and there aren’t 
many people who can talk to the 
dead.

V. Male, 14, no belief
